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O STEP 1

Remove the top cover of the unit (cable gland end) and connect the 100 volt
line input cable into the ceramic terminal block through the cable gland
provided.

On removing the top cover of the loudspeaker you will observe a three way
—— terminal block that is connected to the 100 volt line transformer, as this unit is
provided with a selector switch located at the base of the column, insert the
100 volt line cable using the red wire to the red and black to black cable
connections.

Around the top lid you will observe a rubber gasket please
make sure that it is in place when relocating the lid to the
loudspeaker chamber to maintain its weather resistance.

Drill the mounting location holes for the unitin a vertical
plane (position “A” drawing below). Drill the outer bracket
holes 580 mm apart and the inner set 490 mm apart.

Mount the speaker in the required location as specified by
an acoustic engineer.

You may require tilting or distancing the column from the
mounting surface this can be done by extending the “L"
bracket with the supplied extension bracket in the hardware
kit.

Before putting 100 volts through the unit it is advisable to
check the impedance of circuit.
